The Department of Health Services operates on a ñwalk inò basis.  All fulltime students regardless of their personal health insurance can have ac-
cess to Department services.  Appointments are necessary for womenôs gynecological services offered on Thursday mornings.  Womenôs health 
examinations are without cost but certain lab tests done through Noble Hospitalôs laboratory would be billed to the student.  Other than womenôs 

health care, all evaluation and treatment is without cost.  Prescription medications are ordered by Nurse Practitioners or Physicians.   

 

Students subscribing to the College Health Insurance are covered from 9/1/09 through 8/31/10. Information can be obtained from the website 
www.universityhealthplans.com, phone 1-800-633-7867 for the claims administrator or phone Health Services at 572-5415.  You can also check 
the status of a claim at www.consolidatedhealthplan.com.  Prescriptive medications can be purchased for a co-pay of $10 for generic medications 
and $15 for brand name medications with the College Insurance at designated pharmacies.  Please call Health Services in September if you 
have prescriptions to fill in September since enrollment in the insurance plan extends into October and ID cards are usually issued at that time.  
The College Health Insurance uses a preferred provider network and the complete listing is available at www.phcs.com.  Students who are cov-
ered under their parentsô health insurance will receive Insurance Verification Forms from their parentsô insurance company.  These forms must 

be sent to Student Administrative Services for completion.

IMPORTANT NOTES: 

Read about H1N1 flu at www.cdc.gov/H1N1.  H1N1 flu symptoms have been similar to seasonal flu with fever over 100°, sore throat 
and/or cough.  Some people have also had vomiting and/or diarrhea.  This website tells you when you should seek medical attention as 
well.   If you are ill with H1N1 flu like symptoms, you are advised to isolate yourself until 24 hours after your fever is gone and without 
the use of fever reducing medications.  People with respiratory symptoms/illness should keep a six foot social distance from other peo-
ple.  Remember, the Department does not write excuse notes so itõs important for you to contact your professor in the event of class 
absence.  Regular hand washing and keeping your hands away from your face are two of the simple most important illness/infection 
prevention measures.
